A year later the band put out their second album, Tore Up In Texas, 

with 10 songs all written by Kevin. Their first single from that album spend nearly 20 weeks on the charts 

with the second climbing into the top 60. Their third album “6 Pack” recently released and the first single 

spent a solid 16 weeks climbing the charts. They released the second single “Home” in October 2011 and 

this ballad of the simple country life shows great promise. The music is from the heart and Kevin pens his 

songs from life; real experiences that real people face every day. This is the working man’s music but the 

powerful lyrics delivered by Kevin and the drive of his talented band will speak to everyone.
